Guests have the option of completing the
entire course or opting out at any of the exit points. Monkido Kids, for children age seven to 13, is comprised of similar
elements on a smaller scale.

Z00M is a dual zip-line system with cables running side by side, enabling two guests to experience the thrill at the
same time. ZOOM is a series of five zip lines connected by a network of trails and boardwalks. The longest line is over
1,500 feet long. Starting 400 feet above the ground, this line drops 200 feet from launch to landing, propelling some
guests to speeds of up to 100 km/h. The ZOOM tour takes about three hours to complete.
